Geneva, 9am, 13th September 2007 – Switzerland’s Flybaboo airline today announced the decision to ground its Dash8-Q400 aircraft as a precautionary measure and to allow a detailed inspection of the aircraft’s landing gear.  This follows two recent incidents on a Q400 aircraft operated by SAS and involving the aircraft’s right main landing gear.

“We are taking this issue very seriously,” said Julian Cook, CEO and founder of Flybaboo.  “Although our Q400 is a new plane, with only 1,800 landing gear cycles, safety of our customers and crew is paramount.  We made this decision after consultation with the aircraft’s manufacturer Bombardier Aerospace who recommended that a thorough inspection be carried out before putting the aircraft back into service.  As soon as this inspection is carried out and we are satisfied with the results we will put the aircraft back into service.”
Flybaboo will do its best to operate all its flights with its other aircraft or chartered aircraft in order to minimize the impact on its clients.   Flybaboo continues to operate two Dash8-Q300s which are not affected by these measures as they have an entirely different landing gear system.
